SUD board to approve a resolution that states the district is supportive of this endeavor. Beth

B. Consideration and/or action to award or reject bids for Engineer’s Project No. 537-119 Knob Hill
Road 12” Water Line From Jay Bird Lane to Boyd Road. Jim Cox moved to award the contract to
Kitching & Company LLC for the submitted bid of $2,229,533.68. Seconded by Bill Roesicke.
Motion carried 4-0.

D. Consideration and/or action on proposed 2025 budget. Beverly Griffith went over some line items
of interest and answered questions.
